· Motion by Marcel Lecours to approve the March 24, 2026 Select Board Meeting Minutes. Seconded Andrew Bracy. Motion carried.
Treasurer’s Warrant
· Motion by Andrew Bracy to approve the Treasurer’s Warrant for the week of April 16, 2026 in the amount of $20,402.87. Seconded by James Burrill. Motion carried.

· Rupert Pratt read the list of 2026 appointments for town positions. Motion by James Burrill to approve the appointments as written and read. Seconded by Andrew Bracy. Motion carried.
Ongoing Business
· Nazarene church property – the Town of Strong and Pastor John Evans attended court on 4/13/2026. Evans agreed to the Town’s terms and will clear the excess vehicles from the Nazarene church property by 7/20/2026 or will accrue penalty fees.
· MSAD 58 withdrawal committee update – negotiations are underway with the next meeting scheduled for 5/12/2026.
Public Comment – none. 
Treasurer’s Report – focused on entering the new budget and submitting Paid Family Medical Leave details. Additionally, 38 flag kits have been ordered from World of Flags.
Clerk’s Report – continuing preparations for June 9 primary election. Absentee ballots will be available in May.
Public Works & Fire Department Report – Duayne Boyd reported roads are getting touch-ups and the crew is also working on sidewalks. Four firefighters attended ice water rescue training. The Strong fire dept assisted Phillips on a forest fire. Lastly, Boyd presented the Board with a Letter of Agreement granting the Sandy River Riders ATV Club of Strong permission to operate ATVs on all town roads and streets for roadside cleanup April 27 – May 3, 2026. All Select Board members present signed.
Select Board Reports – 
· Rupert Pratt said 6-8 trees in the Scott Paul Memorial Park need to be cut down.
· Macel Lecours is removing the chain at the Legion Field so ball practice can begin. He will get quotes then order this year’s porta potties and will get materials to build benches.
· James Burrill shared the next events committee meeting is 4/15/26 downstairs at the Memorial Building. He also mentioned the Spirit of America tribute is looking for nominations.


· Andrew Bracy reported: 
· The Fire Marshall inspection found 5 minor violations which have been fixed and will be resent with the changes. 
· The next AVCOG grant of $75k has a due date of June 5 to determine what we want to do and to get quotes. Joel Doyon previously shared he will lead the re-enrollment. 
· The heat pumps in the town office have outdated refrigeration, but an internal component is still under warranty. Bracy recommends changing the condenser at an estimated cost of $2,917.50. 
· Falcon Flooring has fully refinished the hardwood floors in the town hall. The final cost was $5,750.
